Rachel Stone took the stop spot in Women’s Tumbling Level A category, Danielle Gruber earned the silver
while Brynn Tucker earned the bronze medal.

In the national stream of competition, Okanagan trampoline athletes took nine gold medals.

Carli Gruber won the Women’s Trampoline Novice 10-14 year old category. Brynn Tucker was second in
this event, while Danielle Gruber finished third. Danielle Gruber also added a silver medal in the Women’s
double mini trampoline 10-14 year old category. Rachel Stone finished in third place in the double mini
trampoline 10-14 year old category.

Emily Crichton earned a silver medal in the Women’s double mini trampoline Novice 15+ category.
